
Let’s Make our Streets Safer for Everyone! 

From April 11 through the end of May, you will again see 
bright and colorful banners and lawn signs popping up all 
over Marin asking people to keep their “Eyes Up” and be 
alert.  These signs will be asking drivers to slow down, 
watch when turning and look for pedestrians in the cross-
walk; bicyclists to yield to pedestrians and to follow the 
rules of the road; and those walking to pay attention 
when crossing the street. 

The Eyes Up, Marin campaign is part of the Street Smarts 
Program and Safe Routes to Schools, locally funded pro-
grams of the Transportation Authority of Marin. This 
traffic safety campaign educates drivers, pedestrians and 
cyclists about safety issues, including distracted driving. 
The goal is to encourage people to adopt and practice 
attitudes and behaviors that 
will reduce the number of 
traffic-related accidents and 
make our streets safer for eve-
ryone. 

The program focuses on plac-
ing outdoor messaging at 
“hotspots” throughout Marin 
County – bold reminders at 
the locations where traffic 
problems occur most fre-
quently.  

Our countywide partners in-
cluding school districts, juris-
dictions, emergency service 
providers, and community or-
ganizations will be sharing the 
new campaign images and 
safety messages widely.

This month's meeting comes with the 
Town fairly quiet with many families 
out of town because of spring break 
at the schools. I hope we have sub-
stantial remote participation because 
at least one of the subjects on the 
agenda, the facilities master plan, will 
have long term effects on the 
Town.  To recap, we are closing our 
outdated public safety building in 

2025, and we are in the process of planning the new facili-
ties.  The consultants who are assisting us in developing 
plans for a new facility are reporting tonight and their 
written report is available online here. The estimated costs 
have not unexpectedly risen considerably since we started 
this process several years ago and one of the issues will be 
whether to bear the increased cost of keeping the Fire De-
partment façade along Sir Francis Drake and the Spanish 
architecture. 

Please feel free to weigh in on this issue. We will be letting 
our staff know our thoughts, but not making any final deci-
sions until probably this summer.

On the flood protection front, I attended a meeting of the San Anselmo Town council, at 
which the County Water staff reported. What San Anselmo decides to do could affect a number of 

homes in Ross. The County staff along with the floodplain managers from Ross and San Anselmo are 
about to meet with Federal Emergency Management Agency staff, whose regulations control the amount 

of mitigation that must be provided to homeowners affected by changes. The County staff has indicated 
that they plan to start construction of the Ross aspects of their plan, most notably removal of the fish ladder, 

in summer 2024. The current staff seems determined to get something done but, after all these years, I think 
we need to wait and see. 

The third issue, not on this month's agenda, is the housing element. We will have a report on the comments re-
ceived on our draft housing element next month.  A draft environmental impact report is currently out for com-

ment and available on the Town website. Our planning director, Rebecca Markwick, will be reporting next month, 

and we will have a special meeting on May 31 to certify our environmental impact report and adopt the housing 
element. Any input you can provide us on these issues is appreciated. In the meantime, enjoy the nice weather 

that seems finally to have reached us.

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Preseason signups are open now!  
The program has been restructured to improve the season while still  
guaranteeing the same excellent service you have come to expect.  

What’s new?  
• The chipper program will now offer 5 pickup opportunities to all residents within the MWPA jurisdiction. These 
events will be spaced evenly through the season and will occur roughly every 5 weeks for all residents  

• The signup website has been improved! Residents will now be able to “drop a pin” at the exact location where they 
will be placing their pile. Piles will still need to be located close to the roadway and in an easily visible location for the 
crews.  

• Residents will now be able to view their reservation status, so that they can verify if the pickup is still outstanding or 
has been retrieved if they are away from home. They will also be able to cancel from the same viewing page.  

• Text alerts will be sent out at the beginning of each event week to remind those who have signed up that the chip-
per is coming.  

The Chipper Day program is a great resource for residents who are looking to remove hazardous vegetation and cre-

ate defeasible space around their home. 

The program’s increased pickup schedule 

will ensure that all residents have ample 

opportunities to take advantage of the 

service throughout the year.

APRIL: It's spring! Assess The 
Fire Risk To Your Property and 
Think Lean, Clean and Green 

     

• Lean: Allow space between 
individual plants, or plant in 
small, irregular clusters or is-
lands with non-combustible ma-
terial pathways. 
• Clean: Remove dried grass, 
weeds, dead branches, and all other dead vegetation. Check 
gutters, roof, eaves, vents, chimneys, under decks or elevat-
ed porches for leaf and needle litter. Thin and reduce interi-
or and exterior tree canopies. 
• Green: Properly irrigated plants with healthy soil remain 
healthy, green, and less prone to fire, summer through 
fall.  Check your irrigation system regularly for leaks or mal-
functions. Applying compost and mulches helps stabilize soil 
temperature and prevent evaporation. Areas 0-5’ from 
structures, use non-combustible mulches like rock, gravel, 
and stone. 5-30” from structures, composted woodchips or 
bark nuggets to a depth of two inches is best.  Avoid fine, 
stringy mulches.
